Shin & Instep, Forearm, Head Gear, Chest Protector, Groin Cup (Males, worn on inside of pants). A mouthpiece is
mandatory! For grappling, cup (for males) and mouthpiece are required.

Traditional Forms and Olympic Style Sparring will be judged by current USAT rules. Breaking competitors
will have three chances per board and must provide their own breaking materials; (Pine Boards and Demo
Boards may be purchased at the tournament venue). Breaking, Creative Forms, Group Forms, and Weapons
Forms will be judged for style, skill, balance and overall presentation. Creative, Group, and Weapons forms
may have music and have a time limit of 3 minutes. Blaster Pad Sparring — Knock your opponent down or out
of the ring! Best 2 out of 3 wins. No skill divisions.
