KAT is heartbroken to announce the passing of Navy SEAL Danny P. Dietz. Danny, or DJ, as he was known, was a student of KAT several years ago and is the cousin of Master Ghassan’s wife, Lori.  DJ had always wanted to be an elite special forces officer, and was on the ground in Afghanistan conducting counterterrorism operations as part of a four member team that disappeared June 28th. The only consolation is that he died doing what he loved best. Upon completing his SEAL training he expressed his happiness to Master Ghassan, “This is great. I can’t believe that they are paying me for this. I’d do it for free!” 

There will be services next week at Ft. Logan cemetery and all KAT students are invited to attend. If the services fall during class times, the school will be closed so that all students may attend. Master Ghassan has also set up the “Daniel P. Dietz Memorial Fund” at Wells Fargo. The fund will be used to help the family and eventually establish a scholarship. Donations may be made at any Wells Fargo location.
